We Believe

Matt.3:16,17; 2nd Cor.13:14; Matt.28:19,20;  Gen1:1,2,26; Heb.11.3; Ex 3:14; Is.44:6; Rev.22:13;  John 1:1,14; Eph.3:9; Col.1:15,16; 1s Tim.3:16; 1st John 1:3; 1s John 5:5,7;  John8.42; John 15:26; John 14:16,17,20 and 26; John 3:16; Gal 4:4; Prov.8:22-31)


The HolyBible with 66 books (Old Testament 39 and New Testament 27) to be the inspired and only infallible and authoritative spoken word of God and Jesus the Living


     Word. (Ref: 2nd Pet. 1:21; 2nd Tim.3:16-18; Is.28:9,10; Is.34:16; John 1:1-4,9,10 and                          


     14; Hebrew 1:1,2,3)


Jesus Christ as the Lord and Head of the Church  and the Church is the body of


Christ.  Also, the Church  is the bride and Christ the bridegroom. (Ref: Eph 1:22,


23; 3:6; Eph.4.15,16; Rom.12:5; 1st Cor.12:13; Eph.5:23,30; 5:25-27; Rev.21:2;


Rev.19:7; Rev.21:9).


We Preach


Christ, his virgin birth, His works, His teachings, His Crucifixion, His burial


and resurrection, His ascension, His Second Coming, His Millennial reign, His White Throne Judgment, and New Jerusalem. We also preach New Heaven, and the New Earth when he shall have put all enemies under His feet, and shall reign eternally.


Repentance toward God.


Repentance is godly sorrow for sin with a renunciation of sin. It is the out come of  a broken and contrite heart before God. (Ref: Acts.3:19; 20:21; II Cor.7:10 Mark.1:15; Is.55:7; IIChr.7:14; Ezek.18:21; Psalm 51:17)


Restitution


The blood of Jesus will never blot out any sin we can make  right. We must have a conscience void of offense towards God and Man.(Acts 24:16) Restitution includes restoring where you have defrauded or stolen, paying back debts and confession. (Luke.19:8,9; Ezek.33:15; Ex.22:3; Lev6:4; Prov.6:31)


Reconciliation


Our Lord’s teaching on this is: First be reconciled to thy brother who hath ought against thee and then come and offer thy gift before the altar. (Ref. Matt.5.23,24; (Ref:Matt.5:23,24; Matt.18:35).


iii)  Justification & Regeneration.


Justification is that act of God’s free grace by which we receive remission  of sins.(Ref:Rom 3:24-26; 5:1; Acts.13:39; I Cor.6:11; Gal.3:24; John 3:3; John 1:12)


Sanctification


We are sanctified when we are truly yielded to God’s written word.(Ref: John 15:3; John 17:17; Acts 20:32).       		


Water Baptism


By immersion.  Jesus went into the water and came up out of the water giving us an       example. (Mark 1:9,10; Rom.6:3,4; Col.2:12).  The Lord’s command is to baptize believers.  John’s Baptism was only a shadow baptism since Christ was not yet  glorified.  The New Testament Baptism  on the other hand has the promise of the Holy Ghost. In New Testament Baptism one shares the death of Christ and at the same time the body of sin is destroyed.  Herein one’s own natural man’s death takes place and the newness of life by the water of regeneration begins.  Since Christ was the end of the law of Moses (fulfilled in Christ), any symbolism or shadows ended then and there.  In New Testament Water Baptism, therefore, “the old man’s” death is realised.  Thus, the deliverance from the inherited sin, enables the immaculate Spirit of God to come and indwell for ever.  The New Testament water baptism is to become in the likeness of  Jesus’ death in order to become in the likeness of his resurrection. Jesus was resurrected by the glory of the Father.  When the glory of the father comes upon a person or one is baptized in the Holy Ghost, again a reality of spirit filled experience of resurrection is realized.  On rare occasion, one may receive the baptism of Holy Spirit prior to water baptism.  At such instances there should be no delay in baptizing them in water so as to ensure that the Holy Ghost may indwell in them forever. (Ref: Mark 16:16; Matt.28:19; 3:15,16; Acts.2:38,41; 8:12; 8:37-39; 10:48; 9:17,18; 16:14,15; 16:33; 18:8; 19:5;  Eph.5:26; I Pet.3:21; Titus 3:5; John 3:5)


viii)Baptism of the Holy Spirit  is  the endument of power. (Luke.24:49; Acts.1:4;


Matt.3:11; John 7.38,39).  At the Baptism of the Holy Spirit He comes to abide with us forever. (John 14:16,17) or the /triune God, God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit (Comforter) comes and indwell in the believer forever (John 14:20).  This is a promise given to the repentant and water baptized believer in Jesus Christ(Acts.2:38).  By the baptism of Holy Spirit one is baptized into ONE body, the  body of Christ. (I Cor12:13).


The Baptism in the Holy Spirit is evidenced by speaking in tongues as the Spirit gives utterance. (Mark.16:17; I Cor.14:21.22). Examples: Acts.2:4; Acts.10:45,46; 19:6).


The gift of the Holy Ghost is the promise of the Father to the saved or to them that obey Him(Acts 2:38,39; 5:32). Spiritual gifts given to the Spirit baptized Church, by the Father, Son and the Holy Ghost.  There are nine special spiritual gifts given to the church for its edification:- 1) Word of Wisdom 2) Word of Knowledge  3)Faith 4)Gifts of Healing 5)Working of Miracles 6) Prophecy 7) Discerning of Spirits 8) Divers kinds of tongues 9) Interpretation of Tongues (Ref: I Cor.12:4-11).


Divine Healing


Our sicknesses and infirmities were borne by Jesus .(Matt.8:17, I Pet.2:24). Christ             healed the sick and commissioned His disciples to do the same. (Matt.12:15; 10:8; Luk.10:9; Mark 16:18; James 5:14-16).  All people of God received healing in answer to prayer.  (Gen.20:7,17; Numbers 12:13,15; I King 13:6; II Kings 5:10-14; Psalm 103:3;Acts.9:33,34; 28:8; Is.53:4,5; Exodus 15:26)


The Lord’s Supper.  Jesus instituted the Lord’s Supper that we might show His death till  He come. (I Cor.11:23-26; Luk.22:17-20)


Dedication of Infants. When mothers brought  their little children to Jesus, He took them up in His arms, put His hands upon them and blessed them. (Mark 10:16)  We do likewise with little children.(Luk.2:25-28).


Ministry.  The New Testament Ministry entirely differs from the Old Testament priesthood.  The Old Testament priesthood namely Aaronic or Levitical, ended in Christ.  It was given under the Mosaic Law which was only a shadow of things to come. (Heb.8:5; 10:1; Rom10:4).  Christ had perfected them that are sanctified by one offering i.e. His body and His atoning blood and the Law was thus fulfilled in Him.  Under the Mosaic Law, only the descendants of Levites could only become priests but Jesus who sprang from another tribe, namely Judah became High Priest in the order of Melchisedec for ever. (Heb.7:3; 7:11; 5:6,10).  As followers of  Jesus Christ who came from the Royal tribe, all believers in Him have, therefore, received a Royal priesthood. (I Pet. 2:9; Rev.1:6).  Jesus  established a universal brotherhood before he ascended to the Father. (John 20:17; Matt.23:8). God has given special gifts of ministry in the New Testament Church. 1)Apostles, 2) Prophets, 3)Evangelists, 4)Pastors or Elders\Bishops\Overseers, 5) Teachers, for the perfecting of saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ to present every one perfect in Christ i.e. unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.(Eph.4:11-13).  All Christians can possess either one or more of these gifts so mentioned.  However, for the good order of the church and to lead the local congregation, bishops and deacons have to be appointed by the New Testament Church. (Ref. Phil.1:1; I Tim 3rd Chapter; Titus 1:5; Acts.14:23).  Workers in the New Testament ministry are called servants of God who are to serve  the people of God and not to be ministered unto.  Apostles and their fellow labourers were designated as the servants of God or Christ. (Rom.1:1; Gal.1:10;Col.4:12; Tit.1:1; II Pet.1:1; Acts 24:16; I Cor.4:1; Luk.1:2). A minister renders a lowly but loving service to God and men. Bishop means Elder, Overseer or pastor, whilst deacons are expected to be stewards assisting  the elders. (Acts.6:3,5,6; 20:28; Eph.4:11). The qualifications of such workers are given in I Tim.Chapt.3 and Titus 1:5-11). Ministers of the church should be divinely appointed.(II Cor3:6; 4:1; 5:18;; Eph.3:7; Col.1:23; I Tim.1:11,12; II Tim.1:11; Rom. 15:15,16). Ministers of the New Testament Church can be married or single according to each one’s calling to the ministry.  He that is able to receive it let him receive it. (Matt.19:12). Married were appointed in the ministry by apostles. (Ref. I Tim.3:2; Titus 1:5,6; I Cor.9:5; I Tim.4:1-3).


Attitude towards the ministers of God: 1) Rebuke not an elder.(I Tim 5:1); 2)Count          worthy of double honour.(I Tim 5:17); 3)Receive not an accusation against an elder but before two or three witnesses.(I Tim.5:19); 4) Obey and submit yourself.(Heb.13:17; Gal.6:6)


Marriage & Divorce.  Marriage is binding for life and there should be no divorce. Under the Law of Christ, there is but one cause for separation - adultery - and no right to marry again while the first companion lives.(Matt.5:31-32;  Matt.19.9;  Rom.7:2-3).


The Second Coming of Jesus.  The return of our Lord is just as literal as His going away (Acts.1:9-11). In Three Phases: -First, He will  come to the clouds and His waiting bride will be caught up to meet Him in the air( I Thes.4:15-18; Rev.12:5,6)


     Second,  He will gather the harvest of the earth.(Rev.14:14-16; 7:9-14). Third, He       


     come to the earth to be seen of every eye to execute judgment on the ungodly                  


     (Zech.14:3,4; II Thes.1:7-9; Rev.19:14-21).


The Great Tribulation. Immediately after the rapture of the church, which is the waiting bride, there will be a period of Seven years great tribulation on this earth. This will be divided into two periods:- a) Tribulation to the Remnant of the Church. The remnant of the seed of the “woman” (Rev.12:17) are Christians who did not keep up their holiness and sanctification at the rapture of the glorious and blameless church. They include those Christians “who took no oil” in their vessels (Matt.25:3,4). Oil here shows the baptism in the Holy Spirit. This part of tribulation involves a period of 1260 days (Rev.12:6,14) or three and a half years.  Those who do not receive the mark of the Anti-Christ will be killed and they become tribulation martyrs.(Rev.6:11; 7:14).


	    b)Tribulation to Israel. 


This is the second half of the tribulation involving three and a half years.(Dan.9:27; 


Rev.11:2,3; RevChapt.8,9 & 10[after the opening of the sixth seal] and  Rev.


Chapt.16. This period is called “the time of Jacob’s trouble”.(Jer.30:7; Dan.12:1; 


Matt.24:21).               


Millennium. Millennium is the 1000 years reign of the Lord Jesus Christ with all His


saints on the earth which would be renewed and restored. During this time  the devil  will be bound.(Rev.20:2-4).  It will be a reign of peace and blessing.(Is.11:6-9; 65:25; 


Zech.14:9-20; Is.2:2-4).


Great White Throne Judgment. The general resurrection will take place after the 


millennium when God shall judge the quick and the dead according to their works. (Rev.20:11-15; Act.10:42; Matt.25:31-46; 1 Pet.4:5)


xviii)Eternal Heaven and Eternal Hell.  The Bible teaches that hell is as eternal as heaven.(Matt.25:41-46).  The wicked shall be cast into a burning hell (everlasting punishment) a lake of fire burning with brimstone for-ever and ever (Rev.14:9/11; Luke 16:24; Mark 9:43,44; Matt.25:46; Matt.13:42-43).  The righteous go into everlasting life and the punishment of hell will be of the same duration as the bliss of heaven.


xix)  New Heaven, New Earth & New Jerusalem. At the end of millennium this heaven and earth shall pass away and God shall usher in a new heaven  and new earth in which righteousness shall dwell and the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of new Jerusalem.  The new Jerusalem shall be the bride, Lamb’s wife, Holy City the glorious church(Rev.21:1-3; Matt.24:35. II Pet.3:12,13; Is.65:17; 65:17; 66:22; Rev.21:24).
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
